RESUME

Vznik institucionalnich mést predstavuje vysledek dlouhodobého vyvoje,
ktery vyvrcholi ve 13. stoleti, kdy jsou prvni mésta zakladdna. Objevuji se
dva zékladni typy novych sidel: mésta zaloZend ,na zeleném drnu“ a mésta
vyrostld na zakladé¢ star$i aglomerace. Krakov i Olomouc predstavuji sidla,
ktera ve chvili zalozeni instituciondlniho mésta (tzv. lokace) maji za sebou uz
nékolik staleti bohatého sidelniho vyvoje. Kolem olomouckého a krakovské-
ho hradu se uz od raného sttedovéku utvarela pestra aglomerace, ktera polo-
zila zaklady i k umisténi a podobé novych, pravnich mést, jez jsou zakladana
zhruba v poloviné 13. stoleti. Podobnost vzniku obou mést nabizi metodu
komparace vyvoje obou osidleni a loka¢nich procest. Kazdé mésto je unikat,
presto lze objevit jisté paralely a aspon v zdkladni roviné popsat zalozeni no-
vého mésta jako obecny proces o mnoha krocich. Ukazuje se také, ze klicova
pro rozlozeni a podobu obou mést byla existence predloka¢nich osad s kos-
tely v $irSich podhradich Olomouce a Krakova. Tyto totiz byly ¢asto spojeny
s obchodem a trhem. Samotna lokace pak predstavuje slozity, mnohovrstev-
naty pravni i fyzicky ukon - na jehoz konci stoji institucionalni mésto.

SUMMARY

THE COMPARISON OF SOME ASPECTS
oF THE ORIGIN OF CITIES CRACOW AND OLOMOUC

The origin of institutional towns represents a result of a long-term
development which culminated in the 13th century when the first towns
were founded. The two basic types of a new settlement appeared: towns
that grew “on a greensward” and towns built on a place of a previous
agglomeration. Cracow and Olomouc presents settlements which had
a few century history settlement development behind them at the point of
the institutional establishment of the city. Since early medieval times the
varied agglomeration has originated around Olomouc and Cracow castle,
what allowed the foundation and the formation of new legal cities that were
established approximately in the middle of the 13th century. The similarity
of the origins of both cities offers a comparative method for the development
of both settlements and founding processes. Although every city is unique,
it looks probable to trace certain parallels and at least at the basic level to
describe an origin of a new town as a general process of many stages. It
also shows that the existence of a pre-foundation settlement with churches
in a wider settlement around the castle in Olomouc and Cracow became
crucial. They were frequently connected with a trade as well as a market. The
founding process itself represents a complicated, multi-layered, legal and
physical activity, of which end it is possible to find a city.

Reseni papezského schizmatu na koncilu v Kostnici a konciliaristic-
kém hnuti viibec bylo jednim z nejzajimavéj$ich momentt cirkevnich déjin
15. stoleti. Tento text se vénuje konciliarismu na jeho sklonku za pontifika-
tu papeze Eviena IV. (pont. 1431-1447). Svar mezi zastanci nadfazenosti
papezstvi a jejich konciliaristickymi odpirci se rozhotel na mnoha mistech
a urovnich tehdejsi spolecnosti. Uvedeny text je drobnou ptipadovou stu-
dii popisujici tento konflikt uvnitt eremu v Camaldoli v letech 1431-1434.
Za pouziti cestovniho deniku generalniho predstaveného camaldolidant
Ambrogia Traversariho, ktery stal neochvéjné na strané papeze, je mozné
vysledovat jeho rostouci konflikt s eremitou Janem Jeronymem z Prahy. Jan
Jeronym byl konciliaristou, Gicastnikem koncilu v Pise a Siené a zejména Ba-
sileji. Traversariho zapisky ilustruji jeho snahy posilit pravomoci generalniho
predstaveného camaldolianu a vyporadat se se vSemi svymi odpurci - ze-
jména pak s odptirci papeze. Jako zakladni pramen byl vyuzit Traversariho
Hodoeporicon, nedavno prelozeny a vydanym autorem tohoto textu.

SUMMARY
CONCILIARISM AND ITS ECHOES IN THE TUSCAN HERMITAGE

Solving the papal schism at the Council of Constance and conciliarism
itself, were the most exciting moments of the Church history of the
15th century. This text is dedicated to the rather late period of conciliarism
during the pontificate of the Pope Eugene IV (pont. 1431-1447). The conflict
between advocates of the supremacy of the papacy and their conciliaristic
opponents interfered into many places and all levels of the society. The text
represents the case study describing the conflict inside the hermitage of
Camaldolese order in Camaldoli between years 1431-1434. Using the travel
diary written by general superior of Camaldolese Ambrogio Traversari, who
stood firmly on the side of the Pope, it is possible to trace the growing conflict
of Travesari with the Camaldolese hermit John Jerome of Prague. John Jerome
had been supporter of conciliarism and he participated in the councils of
Pisa and Sienna and in particular of Basel. Text by Traversari illustrates his
efforts to strengthen the power of the general superior of Camaldolese and
to deal with all of the opponents - especially with the opponents of the Pope.
Hodoeporicon by Ambrogio Traversari was used as the basic source for this
article. Hodoeporicon itself was recently translated and published by the
author of this text.

Studie ptipomind osobnosti Ernsta a Franze Miickuschii z Buchbergu, kte-
ti se spolupodileli na vzniku Gymnazijniho muzea v Opavé. Proces zalozeni
muzea zahrnuje 1éta 1814-1818 a predstavuje vyvrcholeni institucionalizace
osvicenskych podnétti, myslenek a hodnot, recipovanych (prostfednictvim
Cetby) zejména z némeckého prostredi, diky osobnim kontakttiim a pratel-
skym vazbam z Vidné, Vratislavi a z Brna. Ernst vystupoval jako ufednik,
hejtman Opavského kraje a soucasné kancléi Kralovské slezské zemédélské
spole¢nosti v Opavé, Franz Miickusch - profesi vojak - jako soukromy uce-
nec se zajmem o prirodu, zejména botaniku a mineralogii Jesenikd. Ernst
Miickusch dne 1. kvétna 1814 vénoval budoucimu Gymnazijnimu muzeu
Kriinitzovu encyklopedii; Franz Miickusch vénoval herbaf a pfedevsim cas,
pottebny k rozsifovani sbirek a jejich systematickému zpracovani dle védec-
ké taxonomie. Diky Miickuschovym kontaktiim s ucenci z pruské ¢asti Slez-
ska, Brna nebo Vidné ziskalo muzeum véhlas a stalo se soucdsti intelektudlni
vymeény a diskuse o aktudlnich tématech.

SUMMARY

ERNST AND FRANZ MUCKUSCH FROM BUCHBERG —
FOUNDERS OF THE GRAMMAR SCHOOL MUSEUM IN OPAVA

The study deals with personalities Ernst and Franz Miickusch from Buch-
berg who participated in the establishment of the Grammar School Museum
in Opava. The process of establishment includes years 1814-1818 and meant
the climax of institutionalization of enlightened impulses, thoughts and
values accepted (through reading) especially from the German environment
thanks to personal contacts and friendly relations from Vienna, Wroclaw and
Brno. Ernst represented a clerk, Hetman of Opava region and at the same
time Chancellor of the Royal Silesian Agricultural Society in Opava, Franz
Miickusch - a soldier by his profession — was a private scholar with the interest
in nature, primarily botany and mineralogy of Jeseniky. On 1% May 1814, Ernst
Miickusch donated the Kriinitz encyclopaedia to the future Grammar School
Museum; Franz Miickusch gave a herbarium and especially time necessary
for the enlargement of collections and their systematic processing according
to the scientific taxonomy. Thanks to Miickusch’s contacts with scholars from
Prussian Silesia, Brno or Vienna, the museum was renowned and became the
part of the intellectual exchange and discussion about contemporary topics.

Pfestoze ob¢ instituce nosi v nazvu adjektivum ,,narodni®,
vznik, tcel, obsah, umisténi sbirek, podpora ze strany statu atd. nejsou iden-
tické. Bavorské narodni muzeum zaloZené v roce 1854 predstavuje narodni
muzeum prevazné zapadniho typu. Vedle rozvoje narodni myslenky, zachra-
ny kulturné-historickych pamatek a didaktické ¢innosti, méla jeho existen-
ce podpotit politické zajmy Witellsbachtl, deklarovat existenci Bavorského
statu a jistou miru samostatnosti. Na druhé strané stoji Narodni muzeum
v Praze, které na své adjektivum ,,ndrodni“ v nazvu instituce ¢ekalo 100 let,
presto bylo centrem narodnich myslenek nestatniho naroda. Narodni muze-
um v Praze vzniklo jako zemské prirodovédecky zaméfené muzeum, v némz
postupné zesilovalo asili o podporu narodnich z4jmii, déjin a pamatek zaslu-
hou Frantiska Palackého, které vrcholi v revoluci 1848. V dobé bachovské-
ho absolutismu vnimalo prazské policejni Feditelstvi muzeum jako centrum
¢eského nacionalniho hnuti a natidilo roku 1854, paradoxné v dobé vzniku
Bavorského narodniho muzea, i zménu nazvu na neutrdlni Museum kralov-
stvi Ceského. Ndzev mél jednoznaéné deklarovat zemsky charakter. Presto
v Narodnim muzeu pretrvéavala i v druhé poloviné 19. stoleti snaha ptispivat
k rozvoji narodni identity jako opory pfi prosazovani politickych a narod-
nostnich prav.

SUMMARY

A COMPARISON OF THE ESTABLISHMENT AND THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM IN MUNICH AND PRAGUE IN THE 19TH CENTURY

The prime concern of the paper is a comparison of the development of
the Bavarian National Museum in Munich and the Prague National Museum
especially in the second half of the 19th century. Although both institutes
bear the adjective “national” in their titles, an establishment, a purpose,
a content, a placement of collections, a state support etc. are not identical.
The Bavarian National Museum founded in 1854 represents a national
museum predominantly of a western type. Apart from the development of
national ideas, a preservation of culturally-historical sights and didactical
activities, its existence ought to support political interests of the House of
Witellsbach, declare the existence of the Bavarian state and a certain degree of
independence. On the other hand, there is the National Museum in Prague,
which waited for its adjective “national” in the name of the institute for 100
years, but despite this, it served as a centre of national ideas of a stateless
nation. The National Museum in Prague was established as a land natural
science-oriented museum that gradually turned towards an effort to support
national interests, history and sights thanks to FrantiSek Palacky, which
reached a peak in the revolution in 1848. In years of the Bach’s absolutism,
the Police Presidium in Prague perceived the museum as a centre of the
Czech national movement and in 1854 ordered a change of the name to
the neutral one “The Museum of the Bohemian Kingdom”. Moreover, the
new title ironically came into use in time when the Bavarian Museum was
founded. The name ought to signify a land character. In spite of this, an effort
to contribute to the development of the national identity as a support for
pressing political and national rights survived in the National Museum also
in the second half of the 19th century.

SUMMARY

THE SECONDARY SCHOOL ANTIQUITY IN THE THIRD QUARTER
OF THE 19TH CENTURY

The forms of classical languages teaching at grammar schools in the
second half of the 19th century have been already thoroughly discussed.
At present, the attention is turned to forms of Ancient history lessons,
German and Czech, in which the knowledge of Ancient history ought to be
complemented by information received in Latin and Greek lessons. Despite
that, graduates of classical grammar schools did not gain the true image of
Antiquity; it stayed a vague notion for them. M. Svato$ showed that graduates
did not acquire the interest in Antiquity and the presented paper proves that
history classes did not contribute to familiarizing the ancient world and its
rich cultural heritage to students either. Neither the wealthy patron Vojtéch
Lanna younger nor a bit poorer secondary school teacher and the patron
of needy students Josef Wiinsch professionally occupied themselves with
Antiquity. Both began to perceive Antiquity through visiting museums and
galleries, cities with Ancient traditions, ruins and excavations.

Druhd polovina 19. stoleti se v rakouské monarchii vyznacovala vyraz-
nym rozmachem stfedniho $kolstvi, ktery souvisel s ekonomickym rozma-
chem zejména Predlitavska, ale také s emancipa¢nimi snahami jednotlivych
nédrodi mnohonarodnostniho statu. Snaha o modernizaci vyuky zejména
na stfedni $kole — gymnasiu vedla k nartistu kritiky u¢ebniho planu této
$koly i dvou v ném nejvyraznéji profilovanych predmétti - latiny a rectiny.
Kritika byla zaméfena nejen na pocet hodin témto jazykiim vénovanych, ale
i na metodické problémy spojené s Gstnim i pisemnym projevem v téchto ja-
zycich. Pozornosti neusla ani kvalita klasickych filologt-uéitelt. Debaty jsou
autorkou ¢lanku sledovany v dobé prelomu 19. a 20. stoletich v podobé, v niz
se odehravaly na strankach Zeitschrift fiir die Osterreichischen Gymnasien,
Vestniku Ceskych professorii & Casopisu Musea filologického. Jejich vysledkem
byl nezadrzitelny astup obou klasickych jazykt z centra pozornosti vyucova-
citho procesu na stfedni $kole, ktery se nezastavil az do dne$nich dnt.

MORE OR LESS LATIN?

TROUBLES OF EXPERT DISCUSSIONS IN PERIOD PRINT
ABOUT MANNER AND CONTENT OF LATIN TEACHING
AT SECONDARY SCHOOLS OF THE HABSBURG MONARCHY
AT THE TURN OF THE 19TH AND 20TH CENTURY

The second half of the 19th century in the Habsburg monarchy was
characteristic for the considerable development of the secondary education,
which was related to the economic growth of Cisleithania, above all, and
also emancipation attempts of individual nations in a multi-national state.
The effort in modernization of teaching at a secondary school - a grammar
school in particular has led to the increase in criticism of a teaching plan
of that school as well as the two most high-profiled subjects — Latin and
Greek. Criticism was focused not only on a number of classes devoted to
both languages but also on methodological matters connected with oral
and written expression. The attention was also paid to a quality of classical
philologists — teachers. The author follows discussions as they appeared on
pages of the journals Zeitschrift fiir die oterreichischen Gymnasien, Véstnik
Ceskych professorii or Casopis Musea filologického at the turn of the 19th and
20th century. As a consequence, it is possible to trace an inexorable decline of
both languages in a teaching process of a secondary school that has not been
stopped until present.

Studie se zabyva postojem Svatého stolce a jejiho pfedstavitele papeze Be-
nedikta XV. na pocatku prvni svétové vilky. Popisuje konkrétni kroky #im-
ského pontifika v dramatickém obdobi svétového konfliktu a analyzuje obsah
papezskych encyklik, nét a telegrami, jimiz intervenoval ve prospéch miru
u vlad val¢icich statt.

SUMMARY
THE HoLYy SEE AT THE BEGINNING OF WORLD WAR I

The paper deals with the attitude of the Holy See and its representative
Pope Benedict XV at the beginning of World War 1. It describes concrete
steps of the Roman pontiff in a dramatic period of the world conflict and
analyses a content of Papal encyclicals, notes and telegrams, which he used
to intervene in favour of peace at governments of states at war. His activities
were numerous and rigidly strived to protect a human life, save a fellowman
and alleviate suffering of all people hit by war. Even though the first reaction
to the outbreak of war was a speech of Pope Pius X, his successor Benedict XV
took a similar attitude shortly after his election and appealed to conscience
and moral principles of all representatives of world powers. His secret as well
as public missions, selfless involvement in World War I and moreover, the
intervention in profit of the sick, suffering and captives give evidence that
the Holy See definitely did not stay passive in the era of the biggest known
conflict of the human history up to now.

RESUME

Prispévek je sondou do déjin Cirkve ¢eskoslovenské (husitské) ve dvaca-
tych letech 20. stoleti, kdy, kratce po zaloZeni, jako produkt reformniho hnuti
katolického duchovenstva, prochazela slozitym obdobim hledani vérouky.
Katolickou vérouku odmitla jako nevyhovujici a odklonila se od Rima. No-
vou vérouku jeji zakladatelé nepfipravili. Proto v cirkvi vznikly dva nazorové
proudy, skupina tradicionalisti a skupina modernistu, které zapasily o pro-
sazeni své teologické vize. Tradicionalisté se priklonili k pravoslavi, zatimco
modernisté chtéli v duchu ceskych reformacnich tradic vytvorit novou ra-
cionalistickou ideologii korespondujici s védeckym vykladem svéta a hod-
notami evropské kultury 20. stoleti. Studie analyzuje vysledky diecézniho
shromdzdéni cirkve, konaného 28. bfezna 1923 v Prerové, na némz doslo
k ostré srazce obou ideovych smért v cirkvi na pozadi feseni problému rezi-
gnace biskupa Gorazda. Ten tcastnikiim predlozil vlastni vizi reorganizace
cirkve, zajistujici jeji jednotnou organizacni podobu a souziti obou smért.
Prerovské shromazdéni ji sice pfijalo, ale pro prazské ustfedi cirkve byla
nepfijatelna. Schuze se tak stala poslednim a netispé$nym pokusem o kom-
promis mezi obéma frakcemi v cirkvi, po némz nasledoval odchod tradi-
cionalistii z organizace a CCS se vydala cestou teologického modernismu.
Autor se pokusil o novou interpretaci vyznamu prerovského shromazdéni
v déjinach cirkve.

SUMMARY

THE CONTRIBUTION TO THE STRUGGLE FOR
A THEOLOGICAL ORIENTATION OF THE CZECHOSLOVAK CHURCH

The article is a probe into history of the Czechoslovak (Hussite) Church
in 1920s, which as a product of a reform movement of the Catholic clergy
underwent a complicated development in finding the religious belief soon
after its establishment. The Catholic religion was refused as unsatisfactory
and the Church diverged from Rome. However, founders did not prepare
a new belief that is why the Church divided into two streams, a group of
traditionalists and a group of modernists, who struggled for enforcing their
theological visions. While traditionalists inclined towards the Orthodox,
modernists preferred to build a new rational ideology corresponding with the
scientific interpretation of the world and values of the 20th century European
culture in the spirit of Czech reform traditions. The study analyses results of
the diocesan meeting in Pferov on 28 March 1923, where a sharp conflict of
both ideological movements in the Church took place on the background of
the solution of the Bishop Gorazd’s resignation. He introduced participants
his own vision of the Church reorganisation ensuring its unified form and
coexistence of both streams. Although the meeting in Pferov accepted that,
the ecclesiastical head office in Prague did not. Thus, the meeting became the
last and unsuccessful attempt for a compromise between both fractions in the
Church, which was followed by traditionalists’ leaving the organisation and
the Czechoslovak Church began the way of the theological modernism. The
author attempted on a new interpretation of the Prerov meeting’s significance
in ecclesiastical history.

Na zaklade
archivnych materidlov a spomienkovej literatdry prisiel autor k zaveru, ze
ich priviezol prof. Antonin Sala¢, ktory zastupoval Karlovu univerzitu pri
prilezitosti inaugurdcie nového rektora bratislavskej univerzity prof. Karola
Kizlinka v roku 1947. Tieto zvéizky boli darom Karlovej univerzity pre svo-
ju mlads$iu, sesterska univerzitu v Bratislave. Univerzita Komenského sa tak
zaradila medzi pracoviska, ktoré mozu aspon ciastocne realizovat zdkladny
epigraficky vyskum.

SUMMARY

CORPUS INSCRIPTIONUM LATINARUM
AND COMENIUS UNIVERSITY IN BRATISLAVA

The paper is focused on a gain of several items from Corpus Inscriptio-
num Latinarum (CIL) for the library of the Faculty of Arts of the Comenius
University in Bratislava. Corpus represents one of the fundamental research
works for Latin epigraphy and only first-rate universities dispose of its whole
collection. The Comenius University owns 36 items of that work, of which
origin has been unknown until present. On the basis of archival sources and
memorial literature, the author reached the conclusion that professor Anto-
nin Sala¢, who represented the Charles University on the occasion of inaugu-
ration of the new rector of University in Bratislava professor Karol Kizlink,
brought them in 1947. These volumes appeared to be a gift of the Charles
University for its younger sister university in Bratislava. The Comenius Uni-
versity has become one of research centres that may at least partially realize
a basic epigraphic research.

V roce 1952 doslo mezi Ceskoslovenskem a Cinskou
lidovou republikou k podepsani dohody o kulturni spolupraci, ktera zésad-
nim zptisobem podpotila vyuku cestiny v Ciné. Pocatek vyuky ceského jazy-
ka zapocal v ¢inském hlavnim mésté Pekingu na fakulté ruského jazyka pri
Pekingské univerzité zahrani¢nich studii roku 1954 z rozhodnuti ¢inského
ministerstva $kolstvi.

SUMMARY
THE LECTORATE OF THE CZECH LANGUAGE IN BEIJING IN 1945-1960

Czech studies as a study programme at the Beijing Foreign Studies
University will celebrate the 60th anniversary. In 1952 Czechoslovakia
and the People’s Republic of China signed an agreement about the cultural
cooperation, which significantly supported Czech studies in China. The
beginning of Czech classes took place in the Chinese capital city Beijing at
the Faculty of the Russian language, the Beijing Foreign Studies University
in 1954 according to the decision of the Chinese Ministry of Education.
The first lecturer of the Czech language was the sinologist Dana Stovickova.
The lectorate successively employed two lecturers but at the end of 1950s,
the international political situation got worse and for good reasons,
Czechoslovakia was afraid of the future of the lectorate. Despite the
insufficient financial and administrative background, teachers in cooperation
with students published the first Czech-Chinese dictionary. During the first
decade of the intensive cultural change between both states, a wide range of
Chinese lecturers in Czech studies graduated, for instance Zhou Zhiyao, Zhu
Weihua or He Lei. This paper brings information about the initial phase of
the lectorate of the Czech language in Beijing.

Také aktivita novinaft a studenti v Pardubicich v reformnim dusili si
nezadala s jinymi regiony. Ndsledna srpnova vojenskd okupace sice nezasahla
Pardubicko co do poctu obéti jako jinde, jeji diisledky vsak byly i pro vy-
chododesky region stejné tragické. V prvnim tydnu vSak pardubicti politici,
obcdané a novinafi stali spoleéné semknuti v odporu a ukazovali okupantim,
jak vypada ¢eskoslovenské vlastenectvi a boj za préava naroda.

THE PRAGUE SPRING AND THE AUGUST OCCUPATION
IN PARDUBICE DISTRICT:
THE PoLITICAL DEVELOPMENT, MEDIA, STUDENTS

The development of Pardubice District in 1968 corresponded with
the development in whole Czechoslovakia. The situation at a district and
regional level differed because in contrast to central Prague and the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia, more than 70% of
party functionaries was changed after secret elections in summer 1968. The
political development in regions went ahead the political development of the
supreme party organisation to a certain extent. Topics of district conferences
of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia did not differ from the others
in Czechoslovakia either: at the ordinary conference in March, one of the
main issues were media, then at the extraordinary one in June, it was the
manisfesto The Two Thousand Words. Furthermore, activities of journalists
and students in the area of reform effort in Pardubice did not lose face in
comparison with another regions. The follow-up August military occupation
did not affect Pardubice District as regards a number of victims as elsewhere,
on the other hand, its consequences appeared to be equally tragic for the
East Bohemia region. However, in the first week politicians, inhabitants and
journalists of Pardubice were united against occupants and showed them
how the Czech patriotism and fight for national rights looked like.

CoOPERATION, COEXISTENCE, COMPETITION.
CZECHOSLOVAK PUBLISHERS IN THE WEST AFTER AUGUST 1968
AMONG THE FREEDOM OF SPEECH, THE PRESSURE OF COMPETITION
AND LIMITS OF EXILE POSSIBILITIES

The paper is focused on several specific determinants of publisher’s
activities of Czechoslovak exiles who left their homeland for the West after
August 1968. The aim of the attention is especially how those activities
were developed in a twenty-year period after August under conditions of
a western market and in connection with the revival of exile movement
coming with a massive wave of emigrants. Besides publisher’s problems,
especially a poor personal, financial and technical background, publishers-
-amateurs had to withstand another uneasy challenges. With a growing
number of new companies, principles of a western market economy began to
influence those activities more and more intensively. Although terms such as
a market and a competition may appeared to be inappropriate in connection
with exile publishing, they became its part and parcel. On one hand, the exile
market was specific with its limits, diffusiveness and non-cohesiveness and
many exiles refused to look at their modest publishing activities in terms
of rules of supply and demand. On the other side, just those ones played
a significant role. A division of a market was running almost permanently
- the economically weakest publishers went bankrupt, they were replaced
by similarly inappropriately disposed new ones who sooner or later had to
solve same difficulties. Attempts for mergers of exile publishing houses fell
on deaf ears.

The Secondary School Antiquity in the Third Quarter of the 19th Century

In this paper the author discusses a question of Ancient history lessons at
time when a future writer and a traveller, the secondary school teacher Josef
Wiinsch, studied at the grammar school in Plzen and Prague, especially in
years 1856-1864. Teaching of the Ancient world is examined in a broader
context of grammar school teaching, i.e. also in subjects such as Latin and
Greek, German and Czech. She follows the article of Martin Svato$ about
classical languages teaching at time of grammar school studies of Vojtéch
Lanna younger and other papers about the education in the second half of
the 19th century.

PhDr. Tomas Klokner

PhDr. Toma$ Klokner graduated at the Faculty of Arts of the Comenius
University in Bratislava. Currently, he is a doctoral student at the Department
of General History at the Faculty of Arts of the Comenius University in
Bratislava. He concentrates on issues of social relations in early Roman
Empire (the Principate). Furthermore, he focuses on Latin epigraphy, history
of sciences about Ancient times and Roman everyday life.

Corpus Inscriptionum Latinarum and Comenius University in Bratislava

In this paper the author follows circumstances of enlargement of the
Comenius University’s funds about more than thirty items from a wide
collection of Ancient Latin epigraphs Corpus Inscriptionum Latinarum. He
also deals with their origin and a role of the Prague professor of Greek and
Roman antiques Antonin Sala¢, who brought them to Slovakia and in the
name of the Charles University in Prague he provided them to the University
in Bratislava in 1947.
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Prof. PhDr. PaedDr. Pavel Marek, Ph.D.

Prof. PhDr. PaedDr. Pavel Marek, Ph.D., works as a professor at the
Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty, Palacky University in
Olomouc as well as at the Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty,
the Catholic University in Ruzomberok (Slovakia). He predominantly
deals with Czech political and cultural history at the turn of the 19th and
20th century, a phenomenon of the Czech Catholic Modernism, Political
Catholicism and ecclesiastical history aimed at the Roman Catholic,
Czechoslovak, Orthodox and Old Catholic Church. He is the author of
twenty monographs, many studies, articles and reviews.

The Contribution to the Struggle for a Theological Orientation of the
Czechoslovak Church

The analytical study is focused on a solution of a so-called Orthodox
crisis in the Czechoslovak (Hussite) Church in 1920s, which dealt with
a theological orientation of that new religious community. It concentrates
on the background and importance of the diocesan meeting in Pierov on
28 March 1923 that represented the last attempt to solve it in a peaceful way.

PhDr. Petr Orsag, Ph.D.

PhDr. Petr Orsag, Ph.D. is employed at the Department of Journalism
of the Philosophical Faculty, at the Palacky University. He is a co-founder of
the Centre for Cultural, Media and Communication Studies. He primarily
focuses on history of Czechoslovak exile media in years 1968-1989. He is
a co-author of the book Déjiny ceskych médii 20. stoleti (Praha 2010) and an
author of various studies.

Cooperation, Coexistence, Competition.
Czechoslovak Publishers in the West after August 1968
among the Freedom of Speech, the Pressure of Competition
and Limits of Exile Possibilities

The paper is focused on several specific connections of publisher’s
activities of Czechoslovak exiles in the western world in the period after
August 1968. In addition to aspects, which were an output of particularity
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of the exile situation (i.e. especially a very limited personal, financial and
technical background), publishing was also influenced by general relations
of western economy, of which side-effect is a market competition. The effect
of the market itself complicated already limited possibilities of publishing
even more. However, at the same time it nourished an activity of publishers
and the result of that became a whole range of publications with which exiles
contributed to a preservation of independent literature.

Mgr. Iveta Rosolova

The author graduated in History and Museology at the Faculty of Philo-
sophy and Science of the Silesian University in Opava, where she continues
studying in a doctoral study programme Historical Science, a field of study
History with the aim at Czech and Czechoslovak history. She deals with the
19th century history and history of Czech museum management, primarily
history of the National Museum. Currently she works at the Charles Univer-
sity in Prague.

A Comparison of the Establishment and the Development
of the National Museum in Munich and Prague in the 19th Century

The prime concern of the paper is a comparison of the development of
the Bavarian National Museum in Munich and the Czech National Museum
especially in the second half of the 19th century. Both institutes bear the
adjective “national” in their titles, but an establishment, a purpose, a content,
collections, a financial support etc. are not identical. The Bavarian National
Museum represents a national museum predominantly of a western type. On
the other hand, the National Museum in Prague served as a centre of national
ideas of a small stateless nation.

Mgr. Ale$ Roubal

Mgr. Ale$ Roubal graduated in History and Social Studies at the Faculty
of Education, the University of Hradec Kralové. He is focused on Czechoslo-
vak-Chinese relations in the 20th century.
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The Lectorate of the Czech Language in Beijing in 1945-1960

The paper analyses the beginning of the Czech language in Beijing. The
inseparable part of the research is the foreign policy of Czechoslovakia
towards the People’s Republic of China in the light the Chinese events. The
study is based on information from Chinese sources about the origin and
gradual development of teaching of the Czech language as well as life and
institutions at universities in Beijing and what is more, how courses of the
totally different language in the connection with the presentation of Czech
life and institutions developed in the political-social context of mutual
relations of both states.

Doc. Mgr. Jan Stejskal, M.A., Ph.D.

Jan Stejskal was born in Pardubice, the Czech Republic, in 1970. He got
M.A. in Medieval Studies from Central European University in Budapest,
Hungary and Ph.D. from Palacky University in Olomouc, Czech Republic.
Jan Stejskal worked at the Radio Free Europe/ Radio Liberty as the archivist
and information analyst and later as the researcher and consultant for Price-
waterhouseCoopers. He teaches history and historiography as the associa-
te professor at the University of Palacky in Olomouc. His fields of interest
are history of religion, especially Christian missions. He published books
on medieval religious exile, on Byzantine influence in the West and essays
on intertextuality in late medieval Europe. Recently he translated and edited
Hodoeporicon by Ambrogio Traversari.

Conciliarism and Its Echoes in the Tuscan Hermitage

This text is the small-scale case study dealing with some aspects of
conciliarism in 1430s. On the background of the growing conflict of the Pope
Eugene IV with the Council, which was held in Basel, little local disputes
between supporters and opponents of conciliarism took place in various
parts of Europe. The paper focuses on the conflict of Ambrogio Traversari
(T 1439), who stood firmly on the side of the Pope, with John Jerome of Prague
(T 1440), a supporter of conciliarism. Both were members of the hermitage
of Camaldolese and also participated in leading of this congregation in the
given period. The basic source, which describes this dispute, is the unique
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travel diary written by Ambrogio Traversari that has been published and
annotated by the author of this article.

PhDr. Marek Smid, Ph.D.

PhDr. Marek Smid, Ph.D. works as a lecturer at the Institute of History,
at the Faculty of Philosophy of the South Bohemian University in Ceské Bu-
déjovice. He concentrates on European and Czech ecclesiastic history of the
20th century.

The Holy See at the Beginning of World War I

The paper deals with the attitude of the Holy See at the beginning of World
War L. It describes the activities in years 1914-1915 and analyses a content
of Papal encyclicals, notes and telegrams, which were used to intervene in
favour of peace at governments of states at war. The study shows that the
war was not only the origin of awareness of the Holy See about the universal
responsibility in favour of world peace but also about establishing diplomatic
relations of Vatican with a wide range of many European states.

Doc. PhDr. Pavel Sopak, Ph.D.

Pavel Sopak, an art historian, works as a lecturer at universities in Olo-
mouc, Ostrava and Opava, where he gives lectures on history of architecture
and history of museums and historic preservation in Central Europe during
the 19th and 20th century. As a researcher of the Silesian Regional Museum,
he is the author of exhibitions focused on the modern cultural development
of the Czech Silesia in the context of Central Europe.

Ernst and Franz Miickusch from Buchberg -
Founders of the Grammar School Museum in Opava

The participation of Ernst and Franz Miickusch from Buchberg in the
establishment of the Grammar School Museum in Opava (1814-1818) is
a part of their intellectual development awakened by their father as well as
Ernst’s public activities of Ernst (regional hetman, chancellor of the Royal
Silesian Agricultural Society in Opava) and Franz’s private scholar interests

supported by contacts with contemporary researchers from Vienna and the
Prussian part of Silesia.

PhDr. Veronika Trestrova

PhDr. Veronika Trestrova graduated a Bachelor’s study programme
Historic and Literary Studies at the Faculty of Arts and Philosophy of the
University of Pardubice and a Master’s study programme Journalism at the
Faculty of Social Sciences at the Charles University where she currently stu-
dies a doctoral study programme Media Studies. She is especially focused on
the period of Normalization in Czechoslovakia, the influence of media at that
time, a region Pardubice and cultural politics of the Communist Party.

The Prague Spring and the August Occupation in Pardubice District:
The Political Development, Media, Students

The study deals with the year 1968 in Pardubice District, especially the
reform period of the Prague Spring and subsequently its violent finish after
entering of the army of the Warsaw Pact on 21st August. The paper follows
three significant subjects of that time - forces (except for the others such as
for instance writers), which caused, formed and moved forward the Prague
Spring: politicians, journalists and students. Without politicians and their
reform decisions, the abolition of censorship included, journalists could
not freely work. Then students, as young people in different periods, took
advantage of that situation and actively participated in efforts to reform the
regime. Nevertheless, this process was ended by the August military invasion
although not immediately. During the week after the entry of the army
into the territory of Czechoslovakia, civil activities and a freedom of media
culminated. That is the reason why the paper also focuses on that short but
important period.

PhDr. Karla Vymétalova

PhDr. Karla Vymétalovd works as a research assistant at the Institute of
Historical Sciences, the Faculty of Philosophy and Science of the Silesian
University in Opava. She gives lectures on Latin language and Ancient histo-
ry. She is focused on history of Ancient Rome and history of Classical Philo-
logy in Czech lands after 1848.
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More or Less Latin?
Troubles of Expert Discussions in Period Print about Manner
and Content of Latin Teaching at Secondary Schools
of the Habsburg Monarchy at the Turn of the 19th and 20th Century

In this paper the author tries to provide chief arguments used by
critics as well as supporters of classical languages teaching at a secondary
school - a grammar school. The analysis is especially based on a study of
articles in academic, pedagogically oriented journals (Zeitschrift fir die
osterreichischen Gymnasien, Véstnik &eskych professorii, Ceské Museum
filologické, Listy paedagogické a filologické).

Mgr. Petr Zajicek

Petr Zajicek is an internal doctoral student of a study programme Gene-
ral History at the Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty at the
Palacky University in Olomouc. He primarily deals with a foundation of me-
dieval towns, medieval colonization and regional history of the city and the
region of Olomouc.

The Comparison of Some Aspects of the Origin
of Cities Cracow and Olomouc

The paper deals with the origin of two institutional cities — Olomouc and
Cracow. The similarity of the establishment of both cities urges to a com-
parison and searching for parallels and differences. The legal foundation
of these cities was a culmination of a long-term development of varied
agglomerations concentrated around a centre (fortresses/ castles) of ruler’s
power. The study describes the development of both agglomerations,
compares them and attempts to explain general principles which have
appeared in a process of “the evolution” from the early medieval centre to
the high medieval city. On the basis of gradually growing settlement, the
institutional city was founded in Olomouc as well as Cracow in the middle
of the 13th century. It was connected with complicated urban and building
activities examined in this paper as well.
