RESUME

Mala Hana predstavuje pfirozené vymezeny, ale stdle nedostate¢né po-
znany region, jehoz poznani dosud stoji predev$im na starych nalezech a po-
vrchové prospekci. I pres nadmotskou vysku nikde neklesajici pod 300 m
urodné pudy kryjici podlozni sprase zajistovaly oblibu této ¢asti severoza-
padni Moravy prakticky po cely pravék.

S nalezy starsi a stfedni doby kamenné v podobé $tipané industrie se zde
alespon zatim setkdvame spiSe ojedinéle. Relativné intenzivni osidleni zde
za¢ina az v mlad$i dobé kamenné kulturou s linedrni keramikou. Zatimco
nélezy kultury s vypichanou keramikou na Malé Hané zcela postradame,
dal$imi vrcholy osidleni v pravéku Malé Hané je mladsi usek kultury s mo-
ravskou malovanou keramikou a kultura se zvoncovitymi pohary. Rovnéz
s nalezy starsi a stfedni doby bronzové se zde setkavame vzacné, naopak
doba popelnicovych poli mladsi, pozdni doby bronzové a star$i doby Zelezné
predstavuje nepochybné vrchol v nejstarsich déjinach pojednavaného regi-
onu. Vedle sidlist (v¢etné hradist) a pohrebist zde v uplynulych vice nez sto
letech byla objevena i fada depott bronzu. Povrchové sbéry neddvné doby
prokdzaly pomérné intenzivni vyuzivani severu Boskovické brazdy Kelty,
s jejichz pritomnosti se zde setkdvame jiz v obdobi plochych keltskych pohfte-
bist. Pomérné razantné se rovnéz zménila uroven poznani doby fimské, a to
objevem sidli$t a jednoho pohfrebisté. Kovova industrie tohoto obdobi do-
klada pomérné intenzivni vliv fimské rige a kontakty s vychodogermanskym
prostfedim. Dobu stéhovani narod reprezentuje predev$im hrob z Kninic,
obohaceny v nedavné dobé o nékolik kovovych predmétti z povrchové pro-
spekee.

SUMMARY
OUTLINE OF THE EARLIEST HISTORY OF MALA HANA

Mald Hana is naturally defined but still relatively unknown region,
the knowledge of which is still mostly based on old findings and surface
prospecting. Despite its altitude never below 300 m this part of north-western
Moravia was popular among prehistoric people throughout all pre-history
due to the fertile soils covering underlying loess.

Findings from the Early and Middle Stone Age in the form of Chipped
Stone industry have been so far only encountered here rarely. The relatively
intensive settlement here only dates to the Later Stone Age — the period of
Linear Pottery culture. Whereas findings of the Stroked Pottery culture are
completely lacking in Mald Hand, other peaks of the settlement of Malad
Hana in the prehistory include younger part of the Moravian Painted Ware
culture and the Bell-Shaped Cups culture. Also, the findings from the Early
and Middle Bronze Age are encountered here rarely; on the other hand the
Urnfields period of the Late Bronze Age and early Iron Age undoubtedly mark
peak in the oldest history of this region. In addition to settlements (including
fortified places) and cemeteries bronze depots have been discovered here in
the significant number over the past more then one hundred years. Recent
surface collections showed relatively intensive use of the north of Boskovice
groove by Celts, who lived here as early as in the period of Flat Celtic Burials.
Also the awareness of the Roman period has changed significantly, namely
due to the discovery of settlements and one necropolis. The metal industry
of this period demonstrates relatively strong influence of the Roman Empire
and contacts with the east-German environment. The Migration Period is
particularly represented by a grave in Kninice, enriched in recent years by
several metal objects from surface prospecting.

Cilem prispévku bylo na zédkladé soupisu lokalit z doby fimské v regionu
Mala Hana podat zédkladni prehled o osidleni a vyznamu nékterych nalezist.
Z nich vynika Zarové pohiebisté ze star$i doby fimské na lokalité Jevicko. Pét
let trvajici archeologicky vyzkum (2010-2014) pod vedenim autora tohoto
ptispévku prokdzal vyznamné postaveni lokality v dobé pred a patrné i bé-
hem markomanskych valek (166-180). Svéd¢i o tom milodary v hrobech,
a to nejen labsko-germdnské, ale rovnéz fimské a vychodogermanské (prze-
worské a wielbarské) importy. V Jevicku bylo v misté jiz zaniklého pohfebisté
vystavéno na konci doby timské (druhd polovina 4. stoleti) sidlisté pravdépo-
dobné s dvorcem. A rovnéz v prostoru této pozdné svébské osady mame pro-
kazany cetné fimské a pozdné przeworské elementy, které mohou souviset
jiz s pocatky doby stéhovani narodt. Celé tzemi Malé Hané bylo pomérné
intenzivné osidleno polabskymi Germany v pribéhu doby fimské, zejména
ve 2. az 3. stoleti a ve druhé poloviné 4. stoleti. Dokladaji to ¢etné sidlistni
i ojedinélé archeologické a numismatické nalezy.

SUMMARY

THE GERMANIC PEOPLES IN JEVICKO AND MALA HANA
IN THE ROMAN PERIOD

The goal of this paper is to provide the basic overview of the settlement
and significance of some archaeological sites on the basis of the localities’ list
in the region Mala Hana from the Roman period. The prominent position
among them takes the cremated burial site from the Early Roman period
in Jevicko. The five-year lasting archaeological research (2010-2014) under
the leadership of the author of this article showed the important position of
this locality in the period before and probably during Marcomannic wars
(166-180). The evidence is made by founded gifts in graves, not only Elbe-
-Germanic but also Roman and East Germanic (Przeworsk and Wielbark)
imports. The settlement, most likely with a hillfort, was built in a place of
a defunct burial site in Jevi¢ko at the end of the Roman period (the second
half of the 4th century). Moreover, in the area of that late Sueby settlement
there are found numerous Roman and late Przeworsk elements, which may
be also related to the origins of the Migration period. The whole territory
Mald Hana was quite intensively peopled by Elbe-Germanic tribes in the
course of the Roman period, particularly in the 2nd and 3rd century and in
the second half of the 4th century. It is evident thanks to many settlement as
well as sporadic archaeological and numismatic finds.

V roce 2000 doslo k objevu odborné vefejnosti dosud neznamé rané stre-
doveké fortifikace o rozloze necelych 2 ha na vrcholu ostrozny nad fickou
Nectavou na k. 4. Biskupice. Opevnéni je tvofeno okruznim valem a $ijo-
leh¢iho charakteru (nasep a val?). Z lokality je znamo pouze malé mnozstvi
keramickych nalezti datovanych ramcové do stfedni doby hradi$tni. Absen-

ce keramiky naznacuje kratkodobé vyuzivani fortifikace. V letech 2002 az
vych nalezti datovanych do stfedni doby hradistni. Vyjimeénym souborem
je zejména 14ks Zeleznych rombickych a deltoidnich Sipek spojovanych se
staromadarskymi najezdniky z pocatku 10. stoleti. Detektorova prospekce
uskute¢nénd v roce 2010 rozsifila soubor nalezt o dal$i ¢tyti Sipky a ostatni
zelezné artefakty. Kromé stfedohradistniho obdobi jsou zndmy ojedinélé do-
klady lidské pritomnosti na lokalité také v dobé laténské, mladohradistnim
obdobi a ve vrcholném stfedovéku. Dlouhodobd krajinna prospekce zamé-
fend na problematiku zaniklych komunikaci zasadila fortifikaci do vojen-
sko-strategickych struktur obdobi Velké Moravy, kdy lokalita slouzila jako
satelitni strdzni opevnéni rozsdhlého hradisté Mafin, vzdaleného cca 10km
zapadné od ,,Hradiska nad Nectavou® Lokalita kontrolovala priibéh blizkych
komunikaci, zejména spojnici Mafina s velkomoravskou Olomouci. Ve vlas-
tivédné literatute se prvni popis fortifikace objevuje jiz v roce 1929 v rukopi-
su Pamétni kniha obce Biskupice do r. 1928. Z blizkosti nectavského hradisté
pravdépodobné pochazi nalez honosného paru prolamovanych tauzovanych
zeleznych velkomoravskych tfment ptivodem z Pobalti.

SUMMARY

NEW FINDINGS ABOUT THE EARLY MEDIEVAL FORTIFICATION
“HRADISKO NAD NECTAVOU” AT THE CADASTRAL MUNICIPALITY
OF BISKUPICE NEAR JEVICKO

In 2000 it was discovered an early medieval fortification of the area of
almost 2 hectares on the top of a promontory above the river Nectava at the
cadastral municipality of Biskupice, a fortification unknown to experts up to
date. The fortification consists of a circular earthwork and a ditch at a more
accessible south-west side. The second line of the fortification is made in
the easier manner (a rampart of a bulwark?). Only few ceramic finds, dated
approximately to the Middle Hillfort period, is known from this locality.
The absence of ceramics indicates a short-term usage of this fortification.
Between years 2002-2006 the place was subjected to the detector survey
with the result of metal finds dated back to the Middle Hillfort period. The
exceptional collection is chiefly fourteen rhombic and deltoid arrowheads
associated with old Hungarian raiders from the early 10th century. The
detector survey that took place in 2010 enlarged the collection of finds with
four arrowheads and other metal artefacts. Except for the Middle Hillfort
period, only isolated proofs of a human presence are known in this locality in
La Téne period, the Early Hillfort period and the High Middle Ages. A long-
term landscape survey, aimed at the issue of defunct roads, put the fortification
into the military-strategic systems of Great Moravia when the locality served
as the satellite fortification of the large hillfort Mafin, approximately at ten
kilometres distance to the west from “Hradisko nad Nectavou”. The hillfort
controlled nearby roads, especially the crossroad of Mafin and Great Moravian
Olomouc. In the regional literature, the first description of the fortification
appeared in the manuscript The Commemorative Book of the town Biskupice
until 1928 in 1929. The finding of a magnificent pair of castellated Great
Moravian iron stirrups, decorated by tausing and originally from the Baltics,
probably also comes from the proximity of the Nectava hillfort.

80. Jahren des 18. Jahrhunderts beschiftigt sich dieser Beitrag mit der Bau
von neuen Kirchen im opatowitzen und zwittauen Dekanat. Die Entstehung
von neuen Pfarrei und Lokalkaplanei hat den Impulz zur Ausbau von neuen
und zur Umbau von alten Kirchen bedeutet.

SUMMARY

NEW SACRAL BUILDINGS OF SVITAVY AND OPATOVICE DEANERY
FROM THE LATE EIGHTEENTH CENTURY

This paper deals with building new churches in Opatovice and
Svitavy deanery in accordance with Joseph’s ecclesiastical policy in 1780s.
Establishing new parishes and local chaplaincies represented an impulse
to build new churches and rebuild older buildings. The widest building
activities primarily took place in the newly established Opatovice deanery.
A numerous non-Catholic minority, which achieved the legalization after
issuing the Patent of Toleration, lived here. After that, the congregation of the
reformed church (the Helvetic Confession) was founded in Vanovice. The
local Catholic majority was afraid of the growth of the non-Catholicism in
the area so that regional and ecclesiastical offices attempted to improve the
parish network and supported building new churches.

Né§ text ma proto spiSe povahu vyzkumné sondy a ukazuje mozné sméry
dal$tho badani.

SUMMARY

SUPERSTITIONS AND FOLK MAGIC AT THE END
OF THE NINETEENTH CENTURY IN THE PERIOD PERIODICAL NASINEC

The paper deals with the manifestation of magic and beliefs in
superstitions in everyday life of 19th century people, or more precisely
their representation in the period press Nasinec. On the basis of qualitative
document analysis it was examined that despite the secular tendencies, magic
and superstitious beliefs of people seemed to be a normal part of their life.
The regional press informed about concrete cases of superstitious people as
regards folk medicine, bewitching of livestock or clouds etc. The attitudes of
authors of these articles have been followed and it may be said that they often
mentioned their laments over superstitiousness of people and unbelievingly
observed that also upper class tended to those beliefs. On the contrary, in
the spirit of developing modernisation they emphasized an educated and
rationally thinking man. According to published news, Nasinec made an
effort to eliminate superstitious beliefs which were still present in the 19th
century society. The discussed topic, which is on the boundary between
history and ethnography, has not been thoroughly examined yet. In the
Czech environment there is not known any work that is focused on this issue
in the same or similar manner. That is why this paper is rather a probe and
outlines the possible ways of further research. For instance, a comparison

with other period periodicals, which might provide a more complex view of
the analysed matter at that time, appears to be suggested.

Prof. Dr. Franz Spina (1868-1938) byl vyznamny zastupce némeckého
politického Zivota v Ceskoslovensku, ktery pozitivné ovlivnil ¢esko-némecké
vztahy v mezivaleéném obdobi.

Prof. Dr. Franz Spina (1868-1938) war ein bedeutender Vertreter des
deutschen politischen Lebens in der Tschechoslowakei, der die tschechisch-
-deutschen Beziehungen in der Zeit zwischen beiden Weltkriegen positiv be-
einflusste. Er war aus Méstecko Trnavka (Markt Tiirnau) gebiirtig, nach den
Studien wirkte er an einigen Mittelschulen und spéter auch an der Prager
deutschen Universitit, wo den Jahren 1920-1938 war er Abgeordnete der
Tschechoslowakischen Nationalversammlung, in den Jahren 1926-1938
Minister der tschechoslowakischen Regierung. Als seine Partei Bund der
Landwirte und des lindischen Gewerbes ein Teil der Henleins SdP wurde,
resignierte er auf alle seine offentlichen Funktionen. Noch kurz vor seinem
Tode versuchte er eine demokratische deutsche Biirgerpartei zu bilden.

FRANZ SPINA — FROM MALA HANA TO PRAGUE

Prof. Dr. Franz Spina (1868-1938), the prominent person of German
political life in Czechoslovakia, who positively influenced Czech-German
relations in the interwar period. He was born in Méstecko Trnavka, after
studies he taught at secondary schools and later at the German University
in Prague. In 1920-1938 he was a deputy of the Czechoslovak National
Assembly and in 1926-1938 a Minister of the Czechoslovak government.
When his party the Farmers’ League (Bund der Landwirte) became a part of

Henlein’s SdP, he resigned from all his functions. Shortly before his death, he
attempted to restore the German Democratic Party.

Ptsobil jako profesor angli¢tiny v Praze a jako autor
mnoha ucebnic angli¢tiny byl v mezivale¢ném Ceskoslovensku velkym prii-
kopnikem na poli anglistiky. U¢ebnic gramatiky a ucebnich textii vydal pres
dvacet, hlavné v Praze pro anglicky institut, na némz ptisobil, ale také v Brné.
Jeho uéebnice byly opakované vydavany a uzivany jesté dlouho po roce 1945.
Byl ale také vyznamnym prekladatelem anglicky psanych romant, z nichz
nejvyznamnéj$im je bezesporu prvni preklad slavné knihy Jamese Joyce
Odysseus do Ceského jazyka. Ladislav Vymétal zemfel na srde¢ni mrtvici
dne 15. srpna 1940 v rodnych Jarométicich u Jevicka, kde je také pochovan
na mistnim hibitové.

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SUMMARY

TEACHERA AND TRANSLATOR LADISLAV VYMETAL (1895-1940),
THE NATIVE OF JAROMERICE NEAR JEVICKO

Ladislav Vymétal, the prominent native from Jarométice near Jevicko,
was the big enthusiast of the English language which he intensively focused
on during his unfortunately short life. He worked as an English teacher in
Prague and as an author of many English textbooks, he was a great pioneer in
the field of English Philology in interwar Czechoslovakia. He published over
twenty grammar books and textbooks for the English Institute in Prague,
where he also worked, and then another books in Brno. His textbooks have
been repeatedly published and used for a long time after the year 1945.
Moreover, he was a significant translator of English written novels, of which
the most important is certainly the first translation of the famous book
Odysseus by James Joyce into Czech. Ladislav Vymétal died from a heart
attack on 15 August 1940 in his hometown Jaroméfice near Jevicko, where
was buried in the local cemetery.

Jaroslav Mackerle (1913-1964) patti bezpochyby k nejvyznamnéj$im
osobnostem Malé Hané. Kulturou a déjinami tohoto regionu byl Mackerle
zaujat jiz v détstvi. Mackerle se narodil 8. srpna 1913 v Jevi¢ku. Po ukonde-
ni studia na Redlném gymnaziu v Jevicku studoval architekturu na tehdej-
$i Technické vysoké $kole v Brné a béhem studii se zajimal o kresleny film.
V této dobé natoéil, mimo jiné, film Pejsek Cokl, ktery byl ur¢itou alegorii
na italsky vpad do Habes$e (dnes$ni Etiopie) roku 1935. Tento film byl také
ocenén v mezinarodni soutézi neprofesionalnich filmu v Berliné v roce 1936.
Po studiich v Brné se Mackerle navrétil do svého rodného mésta a zde se vé-
noval narodopisu, archeologii a déjindim mésta Jevicka a $irstho okoli. Z his-
torickych praci Jaroslava Mackerleho jmenujme Staré Jevicko (1937, spole¢né
s Emilem Tutschem), Osvobozené Jevicko (1946), Letopis mésta Jevicka (1958),
z narodopisnych Pohddky z Jevicka a okoli (1939, spole¢né s manzelkou Julii,
rozenou Worlovou) a z archeologickych Pravék Malé Hané (1948).

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ZUSAMMENFASSUNG
JAROSLAV MIACKERLE UND SEIN VERMACHTNIS AN DIE KLEINE HANNA

Jaroslav Mackerle (1913-1964) gehort zweifellos zu den bedeutendsten
Personlichkeiten der Region Mald Hana (Kleine Hanna), deren Kultur
und Geschichte ihn schon in seiner Jugend bezaubert hat. Mackerle ist
am 8. August 1913 in Jevicko/Gewitsch geboren. Nach dem Beenden des
Studiums am Realgymnasium in Gewitsch studierte er die Architektur an der
damaligen Technischen Hochschule in Briinn und wahrend dieses Studiums
interessierte er sich fiir Zeichentrickfilme. Er drehte u. a. den Film Pejsek
Cokl (Kleines Hiindchen), der eine Allegorie auf italienischen Einfall in
Abessinien/Athiopien im Jahre 1935 war. Dieser Film erhielt auch den Preis
im Internationalen Wettbewerb in Berlin im Jahre 1936. Nach den Studien
in Briinn kam er in seinen Geburtsort zuriick und hier widmete er sich der
Etnographie, der Archdologie und der Geschichte seines Wohnorts und seiner
Region. Aus historischen Werken kénnen wir Staré Jevicko (Altes Gewitsch,
1937, zusammen mit Emil Tutsch), Osvobozené Jevicko (Befreites Gewitsch,
1946), Letopis mésta Jevicka (Das Jahrbuch der Stadt Gewitsch, 1958) nennen,
aus den etnographischen Pohddky z Jevicka a okoli (Marchen aus Gewitsch
und Umgebung, 1939, zusammen mit seiner Frau Julie, geb. Worlova) und
aus den archiologischen Pravék Malé Hané (Die Urzeit der Kleinen Hanna,
1948). Die meisten Werke blieben jedoch nur als Handschriften. Jaroslav
Mackerle erreichte nur ein niedriges Alter. Nach einem Fall vom Hausgertiist
auf dem Gewitscher Platz wurde sein Gesundheitszustand immer schlechter,
spater erkrankte er an Krebs und am 3. November 1964 starb er im Alter 51
Jahre. Sein Vermichtnis wird bis heute geschitzt.

SUMMARY
JAROSLAV MACKERLE AND HIS BEQUEST TO THE REGION OF MALA HANA

Jaroslav Mackerle (1913-1964) certainly belongs among the most
prominent personalities of Mald Hand. He was already enchanted by the
culture and history of this region during his childhood. Mackerle was
born on 8th August 1913 in Jevicko. After finishing his studies at the Real
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Grammar School in Jevicko, he studied architecture at the University of
Technology in Brno and during his studies he was interested in a cartoon
film. In this period, he made a film Pejsek Cokl, which represents a certain
allegory on the Italian invasion into Abyssinia (today’s Ethiopia) in 1935.
This film was awarded in the international competition of amateur films in
Berlin in 1936. After studies in Brno, Mackerle returned to his hometown
and occupied himself with ethnography, archaeology and history of the
town Jevicko and surroundings. As regards Jaroslav Mackerle’s works, it is
necessary to mention at least some of them; historical: Staré Jevicko (1937,
together with Emil Tutsch), Osvobozené Jevicko (1946), Letopis mésta Jevicka
(1958), ethnographical: Pohddky z Jevicka a okoli (1939, together with his
wife Julie, born Worlova) and archaeological: Pravék Malé Hané (1948).
However, most of his works may be still found only as manuscripts. Jaroslav
Mackerle did not live to a great age. After falling down the scaffolding in the
square in Jevicko, his health condition suddenly worsened. Later, a cancer,
which he suffered from, became evident and he died on 3rd August 1964 at
the age of 51 years. Nevertheless the bequest, he left, has survived up to the
present time.

Ing. Pavel Bolina, PhD. graduated at the Faculty of Civil Engineering of
the Czech Technical University in Prague and he also studied archaeology at
the Faculty of Arts of the Charles University in Prague. He defended his PhD
dissertation at the Institute of Archaeology of the Academy of Sciences of the
Czech Republic in 2000. In the long run, he examines the relation of castles
and a settlement structure including the related issue of old roads. Since 1978
he has published a whole range of articles on that topic and moreover, he is
the co-author of several monographs.

Dusan Cendelin graduated a secondary technical school; since 1973 he
has worked as an artist with the focus on artistic ceramics and graphics.
Since 1990s, when he published his first works, he has belonged among the
most prominent experts on old roads and also written many publications and
articles on that matter.

Historical Crossing the Bohemian-Moravian Border near Litomys]

The issue of crossing old roads leading through the historical Bohemian-
-Moravian border between Litomysl and Svitavy is not possible to consider
being solved even after one hundred and fifty years that passed since the first
publications have appeared. On contrary, it seems that opinions of some old
scholars have been more realistic than ideas recently published.

Doc. PhDr. Eduard Droberjar, Ph.D.

The Associate Professor at the University Palacky Olomouc. At the
Department of History, he gives lectures on Protohistory and archaeology
of Barbarians (archaeology of La Téne period and the Migration period),
Artefactual archaeology V (metal), the Migration period and Barbarian
empires from the fifth to the sixth century, Theory of historical sources:
prehistory and protohistory and Trends in the historiography: prehistory
and protohistory. In his research, he is especially interested in various aspects
of the Roman period, primarily Roman-Germanic relations, history and
archaeology of the Elbe Germanic tribes (Suebi), a burial rite, brooches and
weapons. Currently, he leads the archaeological research of the cremated
burial site and settlement dated back to the Roman period in Jevicko. He has
published a wide range of studies and monographs. He is the corresponding
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member of the German Archaeological Institute in Berlin and the cofounder
of international conferences on protohistory (archaeology of Barbarians).

The Germanic Peoples in Jevicko and Mald Hand in the Roman Period

The paper focuses on the settlement of Mald Hana in the Roman period.
The special attention is given on preliminary information gained by the new
archaeological research of the cremated burial site from the second century
and the settlement from the 4th century in the locality Jevicko-Predmésti
6. The author also deals with the significance of Mald Han4, peopled by the
Elbe-Germanic tribes, in the context of supraregional contacts especially
with Roman provinces and East Germanic peoples, who settled in the area
of Poland.

Mgr. Jakub Huska

Jakub Huska originally comes from a village in Frydecko-Mistecko but
since 2004 he has been living in Olomouc where he graduated in History
at the Philosophical Faculty of the Palacky University. Currently, he is the
internal doctoral student at the same university. He is primarily interested in
craftsmen and guilds during the 18th and 19th century.

New Sacral Buildings of Svitavy and Opatovice Deanery
from the Late Eighteenth Century

Joseph’s reforms in 1780s significantly influenced the ecclesiastical
organisation in the Bohemian lands. Except for particular dissolution of
many monastery communities, the Joseph’s ecclesiastical policy attempted
to develop basic ecclesiastical structures, parishes in accordance with the
enlightened Catholic reform. In that period, the vast reorganisation of the
parish network came, which led to establishing new parish offices and smaller
chaplaincies. This articles discusses the relation of these administrative
changes and building new sacral objects in parishes of Svitavy and Opatovice
deanery.
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Mgr. Jana Macalova

Mgr. Jana Macalova is a student of the Master's degree programme
Sociology-Andragogy at the Philosophical Faculty of the Palacky University
Olomouc. Within this study she specializes in social work. In her Master’s
thesis, she focuses on phenomenon of widowhood. In 2011 she graduated
in the Bachelor’s degree programme Cultural Anthropology at the same
university and defended the thesis dealing with the life in a village in years
1948-1989; then in 2012 she graduated in the Bachelor’s degree programme
History, where she concentrated on the topic of superstitions and magic
beliefs of the Czech society in the course of the 19th century.

Superstitions and Folk Magic at the End of the Nineteenth Century
in the Period Periodical Nasinec

The paper deals with manifestation of magic and beliefs in superstitions
in everyday life of 19th century people, as it was presented in the period
press. The issue of so called folk magic in this period has not been elaborately
examined yet. The work is primarily based on the research using the method
of qualitative document analysis. The original source of the analysis was the
regional periodical Nasinec, particularly the articles published between years
1869-1900. The results of the analysis showed that despite the continuing
process of modernization, magic and superstitious beliefs of people seemed
to be a part of their everyday life during the whole 19th century.

Lukas F. Pelunék

Lukd$ E. Pelunék is currently a student at the Department of History of the
Philosophical Faculty, Palacky University Olomouc. He externally cooperates
with the Institute of History of the Academy of Sciences of the Czech
Republic (the Biographical Dictionary of the Czech Lands, the Bibliography
of the History of the Czech Lands). Scholarly, he focuses on regional history,
historiography of the Czech Lands, Czech-Romanian relations, the life and
work of Jan Amos Comenius, significant personalities and history of science
in Moravia.
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Jaroslav Mackerle and his Bequest to the Region of Mald Hand

The article focuses on the life and the basic overview of the historical-
-geographical work of Jaroslav Mackerle (1913-1964), the prominent figure
of the region Mald Hana. This personality significantly participated in reve-
aling history of the town Jevicko and some other places of this area. The pa-
per deals with the influence of Jaroslav Mackerle on historical-geographical
research about Mala Hana and the contemporary importance of his work,
highly-valued for a factual account of events by historians, archaeologists
and ethnologists.

Mgr. Michal Schuster

Michal Schuster graduated in History and Archival Science at the Faculty
of Arts of the Masaryk University Brno. After finishing his studies, he began
as a historian in the Museum of Romany Culture in 2005 where he has been
working until the present. He specializes in history of Roma in the territory
of former Czechoslovakia and history of the region Mala Hanad. In this area,
he publishes and gives lectures for scholars and well as the public of the Czech
Republic. As an external lecturer, he works at the Centre of Multicultural
Education of the Pedagogical Faculty, the Masaryk University Brno and at
the Institute of History of the Faculty of Arts of the same university.

Teacher and Translator Ladislav Vymétal (1895-1940),
the Native of Jaromé¥ice near Jevicko

The article deals with Ladislav Vymétal (1895-1940), a teacher and
a translator from English, who was born in Jaroméfice near Jevicko. In the
first part, the focus is given on his personal life and the second part describes
his pedagogical and translator’s activities.

Mgr. Pavel Slézar
In years 1995-2000 he studied medieval Archaeology at the Silesian

University in Opava and between years 2000-2002 Archaeology at the
University of West Bohemia in Pilsen. Since 1999 he has been working at the
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National Heritage Institute in Olomouc where he is currently the Head of
Archaeological section. Since 2009 he has been teaching at the Department
of History of the Palacky University Olomouc. He is a member of the
editorial board of the journal News of the Regional Museum in Olomouc.
He specializes in the Middle Ages, especially towns and fortified settlements,
landscape archaeology and archaeological heritage preservation. He is the
author of more than a hundred scholarly works and the co-investigator of
several grant projects of the Ministry of Culture CR and the Grant Agency
CR. He also focuses on archaeology and history of the Central Moravian
region, e.g. the book Kostely a sakrdlni stavby v Litovli; the co-author of the
book Unicov - historie moravského mésta.

New Findings about the Early Medieval Fortification
“Hradisko nad Nectavou” at the Cadastral Municipality
of Biskupice near Jevicko

The fortification “Hradisko nad Nectavou”, which was discovered only in
2000, was subjected to the detector survey between years 2002-2006 with the
result of metal finds dated back to the Middle Hillfort period. The exceptio-
nal collection chiefly consists of fourteen rhombic and deltoid arrowheads
associated with old Hungarian raiders. The detector survey that took place in
2010 enlarged the collection of finds with four arrowheads and other metal
artefacts. A long-term landscape survey, aimed at the issue of defunct roads,
put the fortification into the military-strategic systems of Great Moravia when
the locality served as the satellite fortification of the large hillfort Mafin.

Prof. PhDr. Milos$ Trapl, CSc.

Prof. PhDr. Milo§ Trapl, CSc. works as an emeritus professor at the
Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty, the University Palacky
Olomouc. He especially deals with modern Czech history of the 20th century
with the focus on a political system of the first Czechoslovak Republic, above
all, history of political Catholicism. His another historical interest is regional
history, primarily history of Moravia. His third research field is related to
history of Czech and Czechoslovak exile in the course of the 20th century.
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Franz Spina - from Mald Hand to Prague

The paper follows the life and work of the significant German slavist and
lecturer in Czech studies, professor of the German University in Prague and
prominent German politician of the first Czechoslovak Republic - Franz
Spina. The native of Méstecko Trnavka in Mala Hana, for a long time linked
with this region and the neighbouring, so-called Hrebecsko, belonged among
the most important propagators of good Czech-German relations and
political cooperation (so-called activism) in politics. He was the chief person
of the German agrarian movement (the Farmers’ League) and for 12 years
also the Minister of Czechoslovak governments. His ideas were not realized
after Henlein’s party prevailed in the policy of Czech Germans.

PhDr. David Vich

An archaeologist and employee of the Regional Museum in Vysoké
Myto. He concentrates on the prehistoric and medieval settlement at the
Bohemian-Moravian border. He intensively deals with prospecting — metal
detector survey. He is the discoverer of many significant localities dated back
to the period from Prehistory to the Early Middle Ages. He is the author of
a wide range of studies and articles on archaeological issues in East Bohemia
and Mald Hana.

Outline of the Earliest History of Mald Hand

In this paper the author deals with the earliest history of Mala Hana, from
the the Early Stone Age (Palaeolithic), through the Neolithic, the Eneolithic,
the Bronze Age and the Stone Age, to the Migration Period. On the basis of
new archaeological findings it provides the basic overview of finds, localities
and the development of the settlement in this region.
